The average lubrication system will put
through five hundred and fifty gallons and

A small leak allowing just one drop of oil per
cycle can waste as much as 33% of the oil

to an injection point!

Counting  the  drops  of  oil  is  not  an
accurate method of determining oil flow.

A full system check on a system is usually done in
one day and typically on compressor  overhauls
but fast repairs or  checks can be done during oil
changes as well.

Why you should service 
Your lubrication system is an integral  component
of your compressor and is often neglected.

Wear in the divider valves can allow oil to bypass
the  piston  and  result  in  components  being
incorrectly  lubricated.   Some  will  be  over
lubricated while others are under lubricated, and
when you only get as little as 5 drops of  oil  per
minute – every drop counts.

Under lubrication may result in:
Excessive wear,
Excessive heat,
Premature failures

Over lubricating may result in:
Contamination of product,
if combined with heat – gumming and/ or
coking of compressor components; and
Wasted oil.
